Askham Bryan College is an Equestrian Teaching College and students may be around during the day looking after their own and the college horses.

Due to the extremely high number of entries, we are going to ask for both parking sections to be open – these will be signposted.  There is one on your left after you come from the roundabout and the other is into the college grounds (those of you who have been before will have used this one).  Please help one another with the parking.
Please note: Again, due to the very large numbers of entries classes will run in a different order starting with Open 2b, 3b, Pairs, Newcomers 2a and 3a.  It has been done this way so that ALL competitors do not have too long a time to wait between classes and that Newcomers can watch the more experienced Trec riders.
The course will be available for walking before the first class and between the short allotted breaks.  For newcomers – please come and ask the judges for advice/help.  There is a plan of the course showing all the obstacles as you enter the school.  
The course may be changed between some of the classes. Please be in the collecting ring at least 10 minutes before your start time.  Do keep an eye on the other competitors and be prepared to start early if there are any withdrawals – we need to keep the classes flowing due to the very high entry level.
Riders enter the arena and do the Control of Paces canter first followed by the walk.  Then straight onto PTV – your time starts when you cross the start line.  Complete as many obstacles as possible.  If your time allowed is up before you have completed the course, a whistle will be blown and you may attempt no further obstacles, and then leave the arena immediately.  Please check which direction the Control of Paces will be run with the course plan or steward before you enter the arena.  If you don’t want to attempt an obstacle, please tell the judge at that obstacle before bypassing it.  

In the Pairs class, one rider does the CoP canter followed by obstacles 1-5.  The rider then passes a baton (a riding whip or similar – you provide it) to their pair.  The second rider then does obstacles 6-10 followed by the CoP walk.  You choose who goes first but please let the steward know when you enter the arena.  You have 5 minutes to do all ten obstacles – a whistle will be blown when half the time is up.  You can swap riders at this point or alternatively rider one can have more time and rider two have less time – your choice.

Bib numbers must be worn – if you are in two classes you will be using the same number.  For those of you riding more than one horse – PLEASE ENSURE YOU WEAR THE CORRECT BIB NUMBER FOR EACH HORSE. Please note:  classes are not in bib number order!!!!!  So know your times.
Scores will be displayed periodically, and score sheets made available as soon as possible.  Please collect your competitor rosette when you return your number bib – every rider receives a rosette.  A table will be available with score sheets/placing rosettes.  In the Unaffiliated classes if you come in the top ten then you receive a rosette for your placing but will NOT receive a Competitor Rosette as well. If you have come 1st  2nd or 3rd in the unaffiliated classes or 1st in the affiliated class please see either Kathryn or Paula for your prize.  If you are unable to stay until your score sheet is available, please leave us either a SAE or £1 with your name and rider number to cover postage costs.  Results will be on the club website shortly www.white-horse-trec.co.uk
Stop Press: A food wagon will be on site – serving hot and cold food.  Please support them.
Photographer:  We have a photographer, Jonathan Lewis, taking photos during the day.  Please pick up details as to how you can view and order pictures.  Please support him.
Please remember to return your number bib neatly! Please take all rubbish and droppings home with you – no mucking out in the horsebox park.  We would appreciate help from riders who have spare time between classes or after they have ridden – a short while stewarding on the gate, helping to alter obstacles or getting hot drinks for the judges would be really useful thank you.

There is  a short designated lunch break because of the high numbers and it is also our intention to allow judges time off from their post throughout the competition for a break – so if your free for an hour – please offer your assistance.
